Sunday I’m going to be addressing translation discrepancies so I wanted to get this on the table tonight.

Parent ill:  adventure & safety
Teacher ill:  Strengths & weaknesses bring balanced conclusion

No matter what your favorite translation may be it will have it’s limitations.  
Sacred Cow Translation = The Bible was originally written with 11,280 Heb, Aramaic & Greek words.  The typical translation consists of about 6,000 words.    
Free Will Baptist Pastor, “If KJV was good enough for Paul then it’s good enough for me!”
Verse divisions and numbers weren’t included in the Bible until 1560 A.D.  The KJV = 1611.  
In 1769 the KJV translation was revised to be understood and over 75k changes were made. 

I personally think it’s responsible to help Christians see questions that could be asked before you’re in that situation conversing with a skeptic.  Warfel:  “Isn’t the Bible copywrited?”
Translation discrepancies / Biblical errors

Col 4:15  Salute the brethren which are in Laodicea, and Nymphas, and the church which is in his house.  (KJV)

Nymphas is actually feminine - KJV interprets as masculine.  Nymphas was a woman.

Col 4:15  Greet the brethren who are in Laodicea and also Nympha and the church that is in her house.  (NAS)

Col 4:15 Give my greetings to the brothers at Laodicea, and to Nympha and the church in her house.  (NIV)

Prov 5:16‑19  Let thy fountains be dispersed abroad, and rivers of waters in the streets.

17
Let them be only thine own, and not strangers' with thee.

18
Let thy fountain be blessed: and rejoice with the wife of thy youth.

19
Let her be as the loving hind and pleasant roe; let her breasts satisfy thee at all times; and be thou ravished always with her love.  (KJV)

Thy fountains refer to one’s sexuality and expression to be restricted to the confines of marriage.
